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Learning Together about Providing Reading Interventions
Convene a school team to review the Learn What Works resources for Provide Reading Interventions.  Potential members of the team include a building administrator, the reading coach or reading specialist, English as a Second Language staff, and other staff who provide assistance to struggling readers.  

Watch the multi-media overview and listen to the interview with Sylvia Linan-Thompson.

NOTE:  Consider reviewing the Screen and Monitor Progress and Provide Reading Interventions practices together because these two practices are closely related. 

Here are some ways to reflect on current practice in providing reading interventions:

1. Clarify the team’s understanding of how Screen and Monitor Progress and Provide Reading Interventions are closely related. How closely are they connected in your school—do you use data to determine which students need additional reading instruction?

2. Make a list of the current ways you provide additional teaching and interventions in reading. Use the tool on “”Mapping Your Practice” to organize the information about interventions.  

3. In the interview, Sylvia Linan-Thompson says that all reading interventions are tutoring, but not all tutoring is an intervention. Look at the list you created of your school’s approach to providing additional teaching. Which ones reflect the characteristics of an effective reading intervention that Sylvia describes?
